Thank you for your inquiry related to compatibility.  Many manufacturers have more than one type of acceptable coolant.  

The most common question is not “Does it meet an OEM Specification” but rather “Is it compatible?”

Therefore, the best that can be hoped for is a coolant that is compatible with these very different chemistries. There is no ASTM or other industry standard definition or testing protocol for compatibility, but several OEMs have published compatibility-testing requirements in their specifications. 

With respect to inorganic chemistries, Blend Tech BTNN80 (as used by Toxguard as the NAP Free yellow, blue or red, Nitrite, Amine and Phosphate Free chemistry) Fully Formulated Heavy Duty  is compatible with most known inorganic as well organic coolants .  

This formulation of inhibitor when used as directed will provide satisfactory performance in most cooling systems including the following:
